Complete the MDCC Health Science application

- Successfully complete prior to admission into the program: a biology course within
the past 5 years, either in high school or college with a grade of “C” or better. This
requirement may be waived for applicants who have been employed in a
healthcare capacity providing patient care for at least 6 months within the past 5
years. A letter from the employer is required for this requirement to be waived

- E-Script or mail all official transcripts (including High School) to the MDCC Office
of Admissions. All transcripts must be on file by July 1 for fall applications and
November 30 for spring applications.

Submit ACT scores to the MDCC Ofice of Admissions. Must be on file by July 1
for fall applications and November 30 for spring applications
